 Une  vie: Une histoire                               Fred Jamar  
 
Très tôt, j’ai été nomade.  Mon père, Officier de Gendarmerie, 
déménageait sa famille tous les deux ans.  Ainsi, je changeais de 
maison, d’école, d’amis et de vie,  régulièrement. 
 
A quinze ans, on me mit en internat, une école où les profs et les 
élèves vivaient au régime scout.  Les samedis et dimanches, le sac 
sur le dos,  nous parcourions les chemins et forets aux alentours des 
pavillons en bois où nous vivions toute l’année.  Nous faisions nos 
repas avec les moyens du bord sur des feux de camps, nous 
apprenions à nous débrouiller. 
 
En semaine, les classes étaient données dans un château.  Il n’y avait 
que cent quarante élèves pour tout le secondaire.  Nous étions trois 
dans ma classe.  Les profs nous apprenaient la vie en plus des 
matières prévues.  Nous vivions avec eux et leur famille.  J’ai ainsi 
appris à jouer de la guitare, à peindre, à bien lire, à bricoler.  Le 
soir, nous avions des veillées où,  à tour de rôle, nous nous levions 
pour dire devant tous ce qui nous avait tenté, dérangé, affecté 
pendant la journée.  Nous apprenions ainsi le contrôle de nous-
mêmes, l’honneur, le respect des autres et de soi.  Je ne rentrais chez 
moi que trois fois par an. 
 
Après l’internat, j’ai fait mon service militaire.  C’était obligatoire 
en Belgique.  L’armée a fait de moi un lieutenant de Police Militaire.  
Mon père en était fier.  J’avais vingt ans et je commandais 
cinquante soldats.  J’aurais pu aller à l’université avant le service 
militaire mais je ne savais pas quoi étudier et d’ailleurs, je ne m’en 
sentais pas capable.  Ainsi, mon père s’arrangea à me faire travailler 
dans les labos de contrôle des papeteries locales.  
 
C’est  là que, onze mois plus tard, deux de mes amis m’ont mis en 
tête de devenir Officier de Marine Marchande.  Eux n’y parvinrent 
pas.  Sur les quatre cent candidats, je fus le seul de nous trois à 



obtenir une des vingt-quatre places d’admission, après un examen 
d’entrée sévère.  Immédiatement, ce fut le navire école; Golf 
Persique, tour d’Afrique, ports d’Europe.  J’adorais!  Puis ce fut 
deux ans d’une grande école exigeante d’où je sortis premier de 
promotion.  
 
Apres trois ans de mers et d’océans, de pays lointains et exotiques, 
j’étais prêt pour un autre changement.  Je me suis marié et j’ai 
repris mes études.  J’avais auparavant tenté d’obtenir la place  de 
Capitaine de Port sur les rives du lac Tanganika mais ne l’avais pas 
obtenue.  J’en suis heureux aujourd’hui.  Que serais-je devenu en 
Afrique?   
 
J’avais découvert à l’Ecole Supérieure de Navigation que je pouvais 
étudier avec facilité.  Je me suis donc inscrit à  l’Université de 
Louvain pour y apprendre la finance en cinq ans.  J’étudiais le soir, 
suivais vingt heures de cours par semaine et travaillais le jour chez 
J.P.Morgan à Bruxelles ou le Recteur de l’université m’avait fait 
entrer comme simple employé. 
 
Rapidement, j’ai appris les ficelles chez J.P. Morgan et suis devenu 
responsable de l’informatique, en charge d’établir un système de 
compensation pour les Euro-obligations.  Ce fut un succès. (Ce projet 
est aujourd’hui la Banque Internationale Euroclear qui traite des 
milliards d ‘actions et obligations étrangères à travers le monde.)  La 
conséquence pour moi fut l’offre d’aller travailler pour J.P. Morgan 
d’abord à Paris, puis New York, Londres et Frankfort, et de 
nouveau New York, Paris et retour final à New York d’où, après 
trente ans d’une carrière réussie, je suis parti en retraite anticipée. 
 



J’ai beaucoup voyagé comme marin, comme banquier et j’ai eu ma 
part de responsabilités et d’excitements.  Il me fallait donc un coin 
tranquille pour me retrouver.  Ce fut Charleston. Lorsque j’habitais 
le New Jersey, ma femme, nos quatre enfants et moi venions 
régulièrement à Kiawah.  Je connaissais donc un peu Charleston.  
Aujourd’hui, après y avoir vécu neuf ans, j’en ai découvert son 
charme et ses mystères.  J’y ai aussi redécouvert  la peinture, 
passion que j’avais quelque peu malmenée depuis mon adolescence 
par manque de temps. 
 
Aujourd’hui, je suis un artiste professionnel.  Je peins les maisons et 
les rues de Charleston, de Bruges et de France.  Je peins  à l’huile,  à 
l’envie et sur commande, dans mon grenier-atelier de la Péninsule.  
Ça s’est fait tout seul, je n’ai rien forcé.  J’ai simplement peint pour 
moi-même jusqu’au jour où les propriétaires de la Galerie Wolf et 
Charles II m’ont demandé s’ils pouvaient me représenter.  J’ai 
accepté et voilà: Je vends des toiles, qui s’en vont aux quatre coins 
de l’Amérique et parfois aux quatre coins du monde. 
 
J’ai eu de la chance dans la vie pourtant elle avait bien mal 
commencé; je suis né en pleine guerre mondiale!

One Life: One Story 
 
Very early I was a nomad.  My father, an Officer of  the Belgian National Police, moved his familly every two years.  So 
my house, my school, my friends, and my life changed regularly. 
 
When I turned fifteen, I was placed in a boarding school; a school where the teachers and the students lived as boy scouts.  
Saturdays and Sundays were spent hiking in the woods and forests surrounding the wooden pavilions where we were 
housed.  During those hikes we cooked our own meals on open fires, we learned how to take care for ourselves. 
During the week, classes took place in a chateau and in its parc.  There were only 140 students for the seven years of 
schooling.  We were only three in my class.  The teachers were teaching us life along with the expected topics.  We lived 
among them and their families.  I learned how to play guitar, how to paint, to read well, to become handy.  In the evening, 
we would meet together and, each in turn, would stand up in front of everybody to tell about what had tempted, bothered 
or affected us during the day.  In that way we learned to control ourselves, learned honor, and to respect others.  We were 
allowed to go back home only three times a year. 
 
After the boarding school I went in the army.  Military service was mandatory in Belgium.  The army made me a Military 
Police Officer.  My father was proud of me.  I was twenty years old and I was commanding fifty soldiers.  I could have 
gone to college before the army but I didn’t know what to study; furthermore I wasn’t sure I would succeed there.   So, 
my father arranged for me to get a job at the local paper mill. 
 
It is there, after eleven months, that two friends of mine convinced me to join them to become a Merchant Marine Officer.  
They never succeeded.  I am the only one of the three of us who, out of four hundred candidates, obtained one of the 
twenty four openings that year.  Soon after, I went to sea on the school ship; Persian Gulf, ports around Africa and 
Europe.  I loved it !  Then followed two tough years at the school where I graduated as valedictorian. 
 
After three years at sea, having visited numerous exotic and foreign lands, I was ready for another change.  I got married 
and  went back to school after I failed to secure a job as the Port Master of a inland port on the Lake Tanganika.  Today I 
am happy I didn’t get that job.  What would have I become in Africa? 

 
At the Merchant Marine Academy I had discovered I was able to study with ease.  So I went to the University of Louvain 
where I spent five years to study finance.  I studied at night attending twenty hours of classes, and worked at J.P. Morgan 
in Brussels where the University Dean had gotten me a daytime job. 
 
Rapidly, I learned the ropes at J.P. Morgan and was given the responsibility to design a computerized Eurobond clearing 
mechanism.  It was a success.  (This mechanism is still working today and became the Euroclear bank which clears billions 
of Eurobonds and shares daily all around the world.).  The result for me was the offer to work for J.P. Morgan in Paris, 
New York, London, Frankfurt, New York again, Paris again and finally in New York where I took early retirement after 
thirty successful and exciting years with the company. 
 
I traveled a lot around the world as a sailor, then as a banker, and had my share of responsibilities and challenges.  I 
therefore had to find a serene place to attempt to find myself again.  I found Charleston. When I lived in New Jersey, my 
wife, our four kids and I used to come to Kiawah regularly.  As a result, I discovered Charleston.  Today, having lived 
there for the past nine years, I appreciate its charm and mysteries better.  I also rediscovered painting; a passion I had 
somewhat neglected by lack of time since my teenager’s years. 
 
Today, I am a professional artist.  I paint the streets and houses of Charleston, Bruges and France.  I paint in oil, when I 
feel like it and on commission, in my attic-studio at my house in downtown Peninsula.  This happened gently, I didn’t 
forced it.  I simply painted for myself until one day the owners of the Wolf Gallery and Charles II gallery offered to 
represent me in their galleries.  I accepted .  Today my paintings sell all over the US, and at times overseas. 
 
 
I was lucky with my life although it had all started rather badly; I was born during World War II.

Did you know?  Thank you to Elisabeth Freidberg for the following information. As we 
have so many international travelers among us, we thought you would like to look into 
this.  
A recent article from the Toronto Star, "the ICE id ea", is catching on 
and it is a very simple, yet important method of co ntact for you or a 
loved one in case of an emergency. As cell phones a re carried by the 
majority of the population, all you need to do is p rogram the number of 
a contact person or persons and store the name as " ICE".  
The idea was thought up by a paramedic who found th at when he went to 
the scenes of accidents, there were always mobile p hones with patients, 
but no one knew which numbers to call.  
He therefore thought that it would be a good idea i f there was a 
nationally recognized name to file "next of kin" un der.  
 Following a disaster in London the East Anglican A mbulance Service has 
launched a national "In case of Emergency (ICE)" ca mpaign. The idea is 
that you store the word "ICE” in your mobile phone address book and 
with it enter the number of the person you would wa nt to be  
contacted "In Case of Emergency ". In an emergency situation, Emergency 
Services personnel and hospital staff would then be  able to quickly 
contact your next of kin, by simply dialing the num ber programmed under
